47.0 Council to consider Brackla residents’ facility inc luding feedback from 
Lucy Jones on proposed plans; the finalisation of t he layout / usage; 
funding opportunities. 

 

47.1 Clerk confirmed that two letters of interest had been received one from 
Brackla Baptist Church & one from Dance Crazy. 
Cllr. Wathan requested confirmation of usage. 
Clerk explained that in the very beginning of this project, the youth of Brackla 
expressed that they just wanted somewhere safe & warm to hang out in the 
evenings where they could buy / make simple food and have basic non-
alcoholic drinks without being constantly pestered to move on because they 
weren’t spending enough money. To make the building sustainable, the idea 
of hiring the building out to organisations to use for advocacy work during the 
day was also agreed, along with office space for hire to small organisations 
who couldn’t build their own facility such as Brackla Baptist Church above. 
Cllr. Spanswick requested that consideration be given to Brackla Community 
Council renting space & the Clerk moving to the facility once built. Other 
members felt that it would be more appropriate to maintain the current rental 
facilities in Oak Tree. 
Louise Williams-Brown is considering separating out the capital from the 
revenue for the purposes of the funding applications. All present considered 
this to be an appropriate course of action. 
Feedback from Lucy Jones at appendix 4.  Following this feedback advice on 
the size of the facility and the associated social / cost implications was sought 
from Nike Design. 
If we were to increase the size of the building from 18m x 12m to 18m x 14m 
the extra build cost would be approximately £43.2k – £54k (only an estimation 
at this sage from Mark Rees of Nike Design). 
The impact on the residents of Highfields would be minimal as the houses 
slope away from the proposed site at the point where the building would be 
situated. 
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It was agreed by all present that in order to make the rooms for hire as viable 
as possible, the aim, if possible, should be to have room sizes no less than 
15sq metres.  
 
RESOLVED To increase the building from 18m x 12m to 18m x 14m. 
Clerk to inform Nike Design. 
Clerk presented 3 possible options for the internal layout. (at appendix 5) 
 
RESOLVED that option one to be the first choice with the following 
alterations: 

1) Toilets moved to the rear of the property and office 1 & reception at the 
rear of the property be moved to where the toilets currently are.  

2) The store room be moved to where office 2 currently is. 
3) Office 2 moved to where to kitchen currently is. 
4) Kitchen moved further along to accommodate office 2 
5) Snug doors re-positioned so that they open onto the play ground.

�  Room 4 appears undersized (will depend on activity) existing design is approximately 64m² and 
recommended area for 30 youths for drama is 90m² and activity 150m² (I’ve e-mailed Louise to 
ascertain the type of activity) 

�  Office appears undersized – minimum recommended 8m² 
�  Recommend a door and a half from lounge into room 4 to allow movement of furniture into 

store 
�  Keypad security on rooms 1 – 3 and security on main entrance door 
�  Small window next to door in office for some natural light 
�  Rooms 1 – 3 are approximately 10m² - is this large enough for 2 people in each room? 
�  The BCC room is approximately 11m² - if meetings are being held in there in addition to it being 

an office, it could be undersized 
�  Is the furniture store intended just for chairs as it’s 4m² and too small for tables or other 

equipment 
�  Is the third room necessary, could the BCC room be used as the ‘floating room’ and make the 

other areas larger? 
�  Open up room 4, lounge and kitchen to create one large area (use of lounge?) or have a 

concertinas door between the lounge and room 4 
�  Bring office in line with rooms 1 – 3 to make it larger 
�  If laptops will be used, a secure area is needed for charging purposes 
�  Move boiler and meter rooms to toilet area to make office space larger
