RESOLVED To ensure that the building is as durable & easily maintained as
possible, therefore construction being of a traditional brick & block
composition.

RESOLVED To ensure that, where possible, the building be constructed
using materials with the minimum carbon content i.e. materials locally
sourced; using natural materials rather than plastic etc.

RESOLVED That the public exhibition be on Thursday 30™ July 2009 at Oak
Tree Surgery from 4.30pm until 6.30pm.

RESOLVED That Nike design is employed to get the project to planning
application agreed stage.

As B.C.C. granted up to £5k for staffing, B.C.B.C. have requested that the
under spend be used to pay for diversionary play workers to run trips for the
youth of Brackla as an outreach.

RESOLVED To approve this request.

B.C.B.C. has responded within two weeks to request from CllIr. Davies for a
dropped kerb.

CliIr. Davies wanted to again thank the Gardener for his hard work with
regard to the floral displays this year.

Clr. Sage explained that before the Town & Community Council Forum
committee could deliberate our agenda item request they considered it
prudent to first seek legal advice as to the implications of offering these
services to Town & Community Councils, hence their initial postponement.
Cllr. Sage also confirmed that following a change in policy in B.C.B.C. each
ward member in the borough could prioritise three road safety issues for
consideration by B.C.B.C. The four Brackla ward members are to meet
shortly to prioritise their three issues.

Cllr. Sage has been monitoring one of the recent PACT priorities concerning
highways parking issues. The information initially supplied by a member of
the public did not reflect his monitored findings.

There is currently only one PCSO in Brackla as one is on long term sick &
the third PCSO has resigned. A new recruit will be starting shortly.

Aston on his return to
Brackla Community Council.

Clir. Jones — welcomed ClIr. Davies back after her illness and expressed his

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from members of the public.
